· Your session should provide not only inspiration but also the insight that is replicable - can your approach be replicated and what are the lessons learnt? Discuss what’s not working about your approach(es), its limitations, risks. Do not feel dissuaded to share these areas for improvement.
Please, note that joint proposals or proposals including speakers from different organizations are encouraged. 
The abstract must not exceed 500 words. The primary language of the conference is English, and your submission should be submitted in English. Your abstract will undergo a selection process. If your abstract is accepted, you will be invited to register for the conference. Please note that maximum 3-4 speakers will be permitted at a single session.
